
“Coming to his senses at last he said: „How 
many hired hands at my father‟s place have 
more than enough to eat, while here I am 
starving!  I will break away and return to my 
father, and say to him, „Father I have sinned 
against God and against you; I no longer 
deserve to be called your son. Treat me as one 
of your hired hands.‟” 

This parable of mercy is so familiar that we hear it 
without listening. Whether we focus on the rebellious 
son, the jealous brother or the forgiving Father we find 
that we can identify with each. Figure and learn 
much. We hear grunting pigs, smell the slop with which 
they are fed. We feel the despair and hunger pangs of 
the son. At a certain moment despair is transformed into 
hope. The Father is watching and waiting. He becomes 
deaf to the prepared speech. Signs of forgiveness and 
acceptance abound – rings, sandals, coat and especially 
fiesta. The reluctant brother cannot even enter but finds 
the Father going to him as well. 

The bottom line – lent is a time to experience God‟s 
mercy and forgiveness. I have a special moment to 
come to my senses. I can rejoice that others have come 
home. I can be the source of forgiveness for someone 
who is hurting.   

Half way through this season of renewal and personal 
hope, I too wish to live these days in the words of Paul 
„in Christ, as a new creation.‟ I am an ambassador for 
Christ, God appealing through me to be all three figures 
of this great parable. „We implore you in Christ‟s name,

TRANSITION TEAM UPDATE 
 
Fr. Thomas Walsh and Fr. Tomasz Borkowski met with the Transition Team on 
Mon., March 1, 2010.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the transition 
process leading up to the celebration of the first mass at the new parish.  All agreed 
that it was important to create a welcoming community for all of the parishioners 
involved.  A summary of each meeting will be placed in each bulletin to keep 
parishioners informed.   
 
It was decided that the closing Mass at Our Lady of the Rosary will be held on 
Sunday, June 13 at 9 a.m.  The closing Mass at Our Lady of Jasna Gora will be 
held on Sunday, June 20 at 10:30 a.m.  The first mass for the new parish will be 
celebrated on Sunday, June 27 at 11:30 a.m. at St. John‟s Church.  Receptions will 
follow after each mass. 
 
Fr. Walsh hopes to create shrines of the Rosary and Jasna Gora parishes under 
each balcony space located at St. John‟s.  Altar stones from each parish will be 
moved to the altar at the new parish.  Fr. Walsh hopes to incorporate as many of 
the ministries from each parish as possible into the new parish.  It is hoped that St. 
Mary Cares Early Education Center will continue.  Also discussed was the 
possibility of relocating the CARE Food Pantry to St. John‟s Gym with the help of 
the Knights of Columbus. 
 
Three members from the Transition Team (Judy Moynihan, Mark Niedzielski & 
Walter Bastow) were chosen to contact Holy Trinity in Harvard and Bolton to ask 
how they went about the process of choosing a new name for their newly merged 
parishes. 
 
Fr. Walsh and Fr. Tomasz discussed celebrating at each others parishes for a 
weekend.  This will allow parishioners to get the opportunity to meet and celebrate 
mass with Fr. Walsh. 
 
The next Transition Team meeting will take place on Wednesday, March 24, 2010.
